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 Have you ever heard of a vegetable CSA? 
CSA stands for Community Support Agriculture, 
most are veggies, there are a few CSA’s here and 
there that are dairy and meat as well, but fiber? 
Well it’s agriculture right?! So sure! You can re-
ceive shipments of luscious locally or regionally 
(depending on your location) grown wool yarns 
or rovings!  A farm on Martha’s Vineyard, MA 
started this movement to support local small 
shepherds, and while it’s still a minimal income 
after all the work is done at the end of the day it  
does keep the sheep fed and healthy!  
      Are you interested in joining a CSA? 
Woolly Bear Farm, where Ewetopia’s flock of 
merino and merino/Leicester crosses resides is 
starting one up for the 2010 year! A full share 
will get you a hefty percentage of the year’s 
“clip” (the wool from the spring shearing), a 
sheep’s information to call your “own” and 
show to your friends, farm visits, and a weekly 
blog updates to keep you involved in the sheep’s 
lives. 
      
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 Our sheep are rotationally grazed and or-
ganically raised although not certified at this 
point. Their fiber is washed locally by Quail Hill 
Carding, and some is carded at Quail Hill into 
voluminous soft clouds for felting or hand spin-
ning. The rest is shipped to a small fiber mill in 
northern MI called Stonehedge Fiber Mill and 
carded into roving or spun into yarn! For 2010 
we will be selling limited shares so everyone gets 
a large percentage of the clip. Since the whole 
process does take a considerable amount of time 
we will assume the bounty will be shipped or 
ready for pick up in the fall of 2010 or early win-
ter, depending in the turn-around time at the fi-
ber mill! But during that long wait you’ll have 
lots of interactive fun through our farm blog and 
on some “meet your sheep” days we’ll have 
throughout the summer.

Size: 3-6 months (6-12 m, 12-18 m, 18-24 m) 
Finished Chest Circumference (not stretched): 15 (17, 19, 21) inches 
Finished Length: 13 (15, 17, 19) inches 
Materials: MC 1 (1, 2, 2) skeins of Cascade Fixation (98.3% cotton, 1.7% elastic) 100 yds, CC 1 (2, 2, 2)  skeins of Louet Gems Sport Weight  
(100% Washable Merino wool) 225 yds  (shown in 3-6 m size—Fixation #9518 and Gems #80 Violet) 
· US #3  - 16”, & #8—16” & 24” Circular needle (for bodice you may prefer straight needles or double poi nted needles) 
· Small stitch holders 
· 4—1/4” buttons 
· Tapestry needle 
Gauge: (Bodice) 25 sts /44 rows = 4” in stockinette stitch, (Skirt) 20 sts / 24 rows = 4” in stockinette stitch 

Directions: 
 
Bodice Front  
Cast on 54 (66, 78, 90) stitches with MC onto US #6 needle 
Row 1: Knit 
Row 2: Purl 
*Continue in stockinette stitch until piece measures 3 (3.5, 4, 4.5) 
inches (end with a wrong side row) 
Next row: *Cast off 5 sts, knit to end 
Next row: Cast off 5 sts, purl to end* 
Repeat from * to * one more time 34 (46, 58, 70) sts remain 
Left Side of Bodice Front 
*K1, SSK, K14 (20, 26, 32) turn (put remaining 17 (23, 29, 35) sts on a 
stitch holder) 
P2tog, purl to end 
K 1 row even 
P 1 row even* 
Repeat from * to * until 4 (6, 6, 6) sts remain 
Continue in stockinette stitch for 12 rows 
Begin button holes: 
*K 2 (3, 3, 3) sts, turn, P 2 (3, 3, 3) sts, K 2 (3, 3, 3) sts, break yarn put 
2 (3, 3, 3) sts on holder (or on the right needle) 
Re-attach yarn on Right Side of other 2 (3, 3, 3) sts, K 2 (3, 3, 3) sts, 
turn, P 2 (3, 3, 3) sts, K2 (3, 3, 3), purl across all sts, including the 2 (3, 
3, 3) from the holder 
Knit 6 rows in stockinette stitch* 
Repeat from * to * one more time (or if you would li ke more adjust-
ability 2 more times!) 
Right Side of Bodice Front 
Join yarn to RS of work (in the middle) 
*K2tog, knit to end 
P1, SSP, purl to end 
K1 row even 
P1 row even* 
Repeat from * to * until 4 sts remain 
Continue in stockinette stitch for 12 rows 
* Work button holes as for Left Side * 
inches (end with a wrong side row)

Bodice Back 
Cast on 54 (66, 78, 90) stitches with Fixation onto US #6 needle 
Row 1: Knit 
Row 2: Purl 
*Continue in stockinette stitch until piece measures 2.5 (3, 3.5, 4)  
Right Side of Bodice Back 
K 27 sts, turn (put remaining sts on stitch holder)  
P 1 row 
Knit in stockinette for 2 rows 
Next 2 knit rows, bind off 5 sts 
Every other knit row K 1, SSK, knit to end (until 1 4 sts remain) 
Next purl row bind off 3 sts, purl to end 
Continue to decrease every other knit round 
Every purl row P2tog, purl to end 
Continue until 4 sts remain 
Work 7 rows in stockinette stitch 
Left Side Bodice Back 
Join yarn to WS of work  
Work in stockinette stitch for 4 rows (ending with a right side row) 
Next 2 wrong side rows bind off 5 sts, purl to end 
Every other purl row P 1, SSP, purl to end (until 14 sts remain) 
Next knit row bind off 3 sts, knit to end 
Continue to decrease every other purl round 
Every knit row K2tog, knit to end 
Continue until 4 sts remain 
Work 7 rows in stockinette stitch 
Seam sides of bodice and sew on buttons to bodice back straps (2 on each side so 
both holes can be buttoned for smallest size). For back closure, crochet 2 chains 
3” long and join to back corners of bodice as a tie closure. Weave in ends. 
Skirt 
Pick up 108 (132, 156, 180) stitches on bottom hem of bodice with 16” 
needle, place marker and join CC into round *K1, M1 (from the front 
lift loop between stitches with left needle, knit i nto front of loop)*, 
continue from * to * to end of round  
Change to #8—24” needle and knit until dress measures  
13 (15, 17, 19) inches from top of should to skirt hem. 
Bind off all sts loosely 
Weave in all loose ends and block. 

MC—Main Color 
CC—Contrast Color 
SSK—Slip, slip, Knit 
SSP—Slip, Slip, Purl 
K2tog—Knit 2 together 
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Sedctive Shrug  

Size: Small (Medium, Large, X-Large) 
Finished Measurement: 14-15 (16-17, 18-19, 20-21) inches from shoulder to shoulder 
Materials: MC 2 (2, 3, 3) skeins Berroco Seduce (47% Rayon, 25% Linen, 17% Silk, 11% Nylon—100 yds) and CC 1 (1, 2, 2) skein Berroco Se-
duce 
Shown in: MC #4437 and CC #4448 
· 1 US  #8 (4.5mm)—24” Circular needle  
· Tapestry needle 
Gauge: 12 sts and 18 rows = 4” (15 cm), size 8 (4.5 mm) needles over Single Lace Rib pattern 

Stitch Guide: 
Single Lace Rib (multiple of 4 + 1) 
Row 1: K1, *yf, k2tog, p1, k1; repeat from * to end of row 
Row 2: P1, *yrn, p2tog, k1, p1; repeat from * to end of row 
Repeat these 2 rows 
 
Wavy Border—over 13 sts 
Row 1 & every alt row (wrong side): K2, purl to last  2 sts, k2  
Row 2: Sl 1, k3, yf, k5, yf, k2tog, yf, k2 
Row 4: Sl 1, k4, sl 1, k2tog, psso, k2, (yf, k2tog) twice, k1 
Row 6: Sl 1, k3, sl 1, k1, psso, k2, (yf, k2tog) twice, k1 
Row 8: Sl 1, k2, sl 1, k1, psso, k2, (yf, k2tog) twice, k1 
Row 10: Sl 1, k1, sl 1, k1, psso, k2, (yf, k2tog) twice, k1 
Row 12: K1, sl 1, k1, psso, k2, yf, k1, yf, k2tog, yf,  k2 
Sl 1, (k3, yf) twice, k2tog, yf, k2 
Repeat these 14 rows 
 
Directions:  
Body: 
Cast on 73 (81, 89, 97) sts with US #8 
 
Work in Single Lace Rib pattern for 12 (14, 16, 18) inches ending with a WS row (Row 2 of pattern) 
Bind off loosely, use a larger needle to BO if necessary. 
With corners together length wise (see picture) sew 1” closed to make arm holes. 
Weave in loose ends. 
 
Border: 
Cast on 13 sts with US #8 
 
Work rows 1-14 in Wavy Border pattern until it meas ures the around the cast on and bind off edge 
Sew on border (it may be easier to sew it on a little bit at a time while you are knitting the border so you know exactly how long to make it) 
Sew the ends of the border together when they meet 
Weave in loose ends

Organic Baby Helmet   

Materials:  Sublime Organic Merino Wool  
2 sizes of circular needles in 16” length (one should be the desired size for your yarn and the  
other should be 2 sizes smaller (i.e. For a worsted weight yarn you could use a US #7 (4.5mm) 
and a US #5 (3.75mm) 
Set of 4 US #7 (4.5mm) Double Pointed  
Tapestry needle 
Stitch marker 
Shown in:  Sublime Organic Merino Wool Color #  

Directions:  
CO 74, place marker and join into round. 
*Knit 1, Purl 1*  repeat from * to * to end, continue in ribbing for 2” 
*K5, M1* repeat 14 times, Knit to end of round. 
K15, on the wrong side of the next stitch place a removable marker, K14, place a removable marker on wrong side 
of next stitch, K28, place a removable marker on wrong side of next stitch, K14, place a removable marker on 
wrong side of next stitch. 
Knit 4.5” from CO edge. 
Begin crown decrease (change to double points when necessary) 
*K9, K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Knit 
*K8, K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Knit 
*K7, K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Knit 
*K6, K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Knit 
*K5, K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Knit 
*K4, K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Knit 
Knit 
*K3, K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Knit 
*K2, K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Knit 
*K1, K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Knit 
*K2tog* repeat from * to * to end. 
Cut yarn leaving a 8” tail, draw through  
remaining sts and weave in.

CO—Cast on 
BO—Bind off 
sts—stitches 
M1—Make one 
K2tog—Knit two together 
S1—Slip 1 
psso—pass slipped stitch over 

Ear Flaps: 
Left Ear Flap 
On wrong side pick up 15 sts between 2 removable markers 
Rows 2-8: Knit in Garter Stitch 
Row 9: Knit 6 sts, S1, K2tog, psso, knit to end 
Rows 10-12: Knit 
Row 13: Knit 5, S1, K2tog, psso, knit to end 
Rows 14-16: Knit 
Row 17: Knit 4, S1, K2tog, psso, Knit to end 
Rows 18-20: Knit  
Row 21: Knit 3, S1, K2tog, psso, Knit to end 
Rows 22-24 Knit  
Row 25: Bind Off all stitches (7 sts) 
Sew on button to end of ear flap. 
 
Right Ear Flap 
Make flap same as for left flap to Row 22 
Knit in garter stitch until strap measures 4” 
Make button hole: 
Row 1: K2, BO next 3 sts, K2 
Row 2: K2, Make 3 sts using the backward loop method, K2 
Knit 2 rows 
BO all sts

Materials: 1 skein of Woolly Bear Farm 100% Merino 
16” US #6 Circular  

US #6 Double Points 
Tapestry needle 

Ring Marker 
1– Medium Buttons (3/4 inch) 

K2tog—knit 2 sts together 
Gauge: 5 sts = 1” 

 
Hat: 
Cast on 96 stitches, join into the round (make sure it’s not twisted!) and knit in stockinette stitch until hat measures 7” from 
the cast on edge. 
Decreasing: (Use double points when needed) 
Round 1: *knit 6, k2tog (knit 2 together), repeat from * to the end 
Round 2 and all even rounds: knit 
Round 3: *k 5, k2tog, repeat from * to the end 
Round 5: *k 4, k2tog, repeat from * to the end 
Round 7: *k 3, k2tog, repeat from * to the end 
Round 9: *k 2, k2tog, repeat from * to the end 
Round 11: *k 1, k2tog, repeat from * to the end 
Round 13: *k2tog, repeat from * to the end 
Round 15: * k2tog, repeat from * to the end 
You now have 6 sts left, cut tail and pull through the last 6 sts, weave in the end. 
 
Flower: 
Cast on 5 sts 
Work in Stockinette stitch back and forth (starting with a purl row) for 5 rows. 
Knit 1, slip 1, k2tog, pass the slipped stitch over the k2tog, k1 
Purl 
Repeat the dec. row. 
Pull tail through remaining st and weave in ends. 
 
Make 5-6 petals and sew together in a n overlapping circle  with points going out, sew on to the hat in desired place and sew 
button to the center.
