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Viscose is essentially rayon, which is a product made from
wood pulp. It was invented as an artificial silk su bstitute by
Hilaire de Chardonnet a French scientist in 1891, hree British sci-
entists then patented the process in 1902. Lyocells a very similar
fiber but is considered more eco-friendly by some due to it's proc-
essing which creates less waste.

Some yarns are blended with a fiber called modal. Modal is
viscose, but it is a certain type of wood pulp, beech tree wood pulp
to be exact. Viscose and viscose type fibers are i like and add
just a bit of shine to your special project, they are also strong and
shrink resistant!

Materials: 2 balls of Louisa Harding Merletto
US #10 (6mm) - #13 (9mm) needles

(needle size isn’t a huge deal, the bigger the neede the lacier it will be
—the model was knit on a #10.5 (6.5mm))

Tapestry needle

Try your hand at increasing and decreasing! Thehtaque is also called
Rouching.

Stitches:
K3tog: knit 3 sts together
Kf&b: knit into the front and back of the sameddti{increase one stitch)
Yo: yarn over (increase one stitch by bringingyhen to the front)

Cast on 31 sts
Knit in garter stitch for 4 rows.
Row 1: knit 2, *k3tog, repeat from * to the last 2sts, knit 2
Rows 2-7: Work in Stockinette stitch keeping the first 2 and last 2 sts on
either end in garter stitch.
Row 8: (Wrong side) knit 2, *kf&b, yo, repeat from * to the last 2 sts, knit 2

Rows 9-11: work in garter stitch.

Row 12: (Wrong side) knit 2, *k3tog, repeat from * to the last 2 sts, knit 2

Repeat from Row 2-12 for as long as you desire!
